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Show and Tell
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Bill Farny demonstrated incising your pieces
using a router and an index on your lathe. Bill
made a shelf for the router that mounts to the tools
rest. He also mounted a pencil into a scrap block.
The pencil point is at the same height as the router
bit. He uses the pencil to check the position of the
router. He also marks the pieces with the pencil,
so that he can evaluate the layout of the cuts and
to ensure that he has made all of the cuts, before
he dismounts the piece. When you cut, pay atten-
tion to which way the bit will pull. If you always pull
into the rest, the bit will not climb into the
piece.
